The Canterbury Partnership PESSYP Guidelines 08/09
Question 1: 

What is the total curriculum time in minutes that ALL pupils in each year group spend taking part in a typical week?

Total time provided for PE lessons during the school day – includes changing time but not travelling time.
Curriculum time also includes activity weeks and swimming etc - To get an average week you may have to divide the number of minutes for that activity by 36 weeks.
Definition of a typical week: A week in which there is minimal disruption to school timetables and plans as a result of activities, poor weather, exams and tests, plays, visits or concerts.  In a typical week, pupils are familiar with the timetable and the pattern of the day. 
Question 2:

What is the total number of pupils in each year group who participate in at least three hours of high quality PE and out of hours school sport in a typical week?
As well as curriculum PE (activity weeks and swimming etc) you may also include breakfast, lunch time and after school clubs, Active Play, Wake Up & Shake Up. 
Examples of 3 hours or more

· 120 minutes curriculum PE and 20 minutes Active Play three times a week

· 120 minutes curriculum PE, W & S 5 minutes daily and Football club 45minutes

· 120 minutes curriculum PE, Breakfast club and Netball club.

Question 3:

What is the total number of pupils in each year group involved in intra-school competitive activities this academic year?
Examples of what can be included:
· Any intra-school competitions schools have run i.e. intra-school, intra-form football, cross country etc.
· Athletics virtual league.
· Intra-school competitions SSCO’s have run

· If a child has gone to any OSHL club and played against others from the same school/year e.g. Football, Netball, etc must be competitive i.e. not dance
Question 4:

What is the total number of pupils in each year group that have regularly participated in competitive intra-school sporting opportunities this academic year?

Regular intra-school competition is defined as 3 times or more for KS2

Examples of 3 times or more:

· Regular attendance at school clubs which must be competitive Football club, Netball Club 

Virtual Athletics league, school based event i.e. inter house or inter form football 3 x or more.
Question 5:
Did you hold at least one school sports day or equivalent event during this academic year?

· Straight forward yes or no

Question 6:

What is the total number of pupils in each year group who have taken part in inter-school competition during this academic year?

Examples of what can be included:

· School football team
· Cross country competition

· Any Partnership festival i.e. Tag Rugby, Kwik Cricket, Sports Hall Athletics, Netball etc
· Friendly fixtures against other schools

· Virtual Athletics league

· Family Competitions and tournaments 
Question 7:

What is the total number of pupils in each year group that have regularly participated in competitive inter-school sporting opportunities during this academic year?

Regular inter-school competition is defined as:

3 times or more during the academic year for pupils in KS2

Examples of 3 times or more:

· Played for football team in District league, Tag Rugby, Netball, Football, Kwik Cricket etc

· Friendly matches against other schools. 
· Partnership Tag Rugby Festival, Bball competition, Sports Hall Athletics

· Family competitions 

· Virtual Athletics League

Question 8

What of the following sports or activities has your school provided this academic year?
Just tick those sports/activities provided during curriculum times OSHL and residential trips.

Please also include any extra clubs/opportunities provided by the Partnership e.g. multi skills, Judo, Big Lottery Clubs such as Basketball, Tri Golf and Football. 
Question 9

For which sports or activities do you have links to clubs?

Definition of links: a school has links to clubs when pupils are actively guided toward club activities, either in a quality assured setting at club itself, or on the school premises. Activities on the school premises would include regular coaching sessions and out of hours clubs organised by the clubs coaches, but would not include one-off ‘taster’ sessions. 
Pupils have to be actively participating with the club that has links to the school; it is not enough for the school simply to promote/advertise the club. 
Examples of what can be included:

· School Sports Coach Programme coach from a club runs the schools after school/breakfast/lunchtime club and promotes his/her club.
· Big Lottery Basketball & Tri Golf Coaching- coaches are linked to clubs

· Big Lottery Bouncing Buddies & Cheerleading 
· Any coaching provided by the school which fulfils the above criteria. 

· ‘Chance to Shine’ Cricket Project

· Appeti Tennis Schools project

· Athletics coaching prior to athletics festival with coaches from local clubs. 
Question 10

What is the total number of pupils in each year group who have participated in one or more community sports, dance or multi-skills clubs with links to the school during this academic year?

Examples of what can be included:

· Any pupil who has attended after school/breakfast/lunchtime club run by a club coach

· Any pupil who has attended a Multi Skills Club ran by a Partnership coach
· Include any clubs identified in Q9.

Question 11

What is the total number of pupils in each year group currently registered as gifted and talented because of their ability in PE and / or school sport?

Definition: Demonstrate an exceptionally high-level performance, or have the potential for excellence in national curriculum PE and/or have been identified by and included in NGB’s performance programmes
A pupil needs to be on a formal record maintained by the school

Question 12

What is the total number of pupils in each year group actively involved in sports volunteering and leadership this academic year?

Examples of what can be included:

· Active Play leaders
· Sports Captains 
· Wake Up & Shake Up Leaders

· Sports Council

· Pupils that help with leadership at sports days or house competitions
